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Introduction

Lalit Kala Akademi, the National Academy of Art, was set up by the Government of India on 5 August,
1954, and was registered under the Societies Registration Act 1860, on 11 March, 1957. In pursuance
of the objectives set out in the constitution, the organisation functions through its General Council,
Executive Board and other Committees. Lalit Kala Akademi is the Government’s apex cultural body in
the field of visual arts in India. It is an autonomous body, which is fully funded by the Ministry of Culture.
The Akademi is an independent organisation and functions at arm’s length from the Government. It has
substantial independence in making decisions related to national and international exhibitions, events and
providing financial assistance to artists and art organisations through scholarships and grants.

Lalit Kala Akademi is an institution that has rendered service to the nation in the arts sphere long before
the world woke up to the global impact of Indian art. It has established, preserved and documented
a permanent collection of the highest order that reflects the vitality, complexity and unfolding patterns
of modern and contemporary art in India. All through the year it presents exhibitions and educational
programmes of unparalleled significance; sustains a library, art collection, archives, conservation laboratory,
and supports scholars and publications of pre-eminent intellectual merit from all over the country.

Central to the Akademi’s mission is the encouragement of a deeper understanding and enjoyment of
modern and contemporary art by a diverse local, national and international audience that it serves. The
National Exhibition of Art and the International Triennale India, are examples of such endeavours.

The Akademi is involved in a wide range of activities related to promoting Indian art and artists through
programmes and strategic partnerships. The Akademi’s sincere commitment to the development of art
is evident through the strong national and international programmes organised by the headquarters in
New Delhi, and by the Centres situated at Bhubaneswar, Chennai, Kolkata, Lucknow, Garhi (New Delhi),
Shimla and Shillong. Another major art promotional activity of the Akademi is to provide studios to Indian
and International artists who work in various disciplines of art such as painting, sculpture, graphics and
ceramics. In Delhi, the Akademi administers the Garhi Artists’ Studios where approximately 150 artists
work regularly.

While increasing opportunities for emerging artists, the Akademi fosters an appreciation of art and
engagement of the audience with art and culture. It strongly focuses on shaping a future India in which art
plays a meaningful role in everyday life. As a cultural body, encompassing the entire Indian subcontinent,
it plays an important role to link diverse cultures of India to weave a magnificent cultural spread with
colourful threads of creative genius and brilliant designs that delineate fascinating features of Indian life.
The Akademi has been functioning with a panoramic view to involve all genres of visual creativity in their
inter-relationship and relationship with diverse arts and sciences. The objectives and guidelines laid down
by the founders of the Akademi envisage promotion of study and research in the field of creative arts. It
has a vision that takes care of the traditional art of India as well as helping artists to imbibe many of the
contemporary happenings on the international art scene.

SEMINAR, VADODARA:
Subject: Seminar on Changing views on indigenous Art vis-a-vis the context of present art practice

Concept: The term ‘indigenous art’ has a wide range of connotations referring to the native, local, ethnic, tribal
and folk art practices highlighting their ‘living traditions’. Scholars and artists have been re-exploring indigenous
art squarely facing the ideas of ‘otherness’, ‘anonymity’, ‘collectivity’ and ‘pre-modernity’ in contra-distinction
with what is supposed to be ‘individualistic’, ‘personal’, ‘modern’ and ‘mainstream’. However, of late, indigenous
art practices at various locales of our country appear to draw significance inversely underscoring the presence
and practice of ‘modern’, ‘urban’ and ‘cosmopolitan’ art. In an ever-growing situation of cross-cultural contacts
prompted by various agencies, such intersections deserve re-interrogation as the very process and forms of
aesthetic construction are getting problematised. While there are ample instances in modern art which are
testimonies to strategic appropriation of indigenous art forms into their ‘modern’ vocabulary, in the domain of
indigenous art there are several examples of transcending the spatio-temporal context leading to considerable
innovations. Local, individual, stylistic features, acquire contemporary significance enfolding remarkable
diversity and rich variations. The urgency of such investigations gets even more relevant in a cultural space
where the dominant national (now increasingly global) discourse largely validates art forms problematising
such intersections in mainstream circulation.

This seminar opened up issues related to these cross-cultural interfaces and how it has reshaped our
perceptions about both the ‘indigenous’ and the ‘modern/contemporary’. Further, to explored the possibility of
intersection and inherent problems in an incredibly complex multicultural country like India.

REGIONAL CENTRE, GARHI

Responding to the needs of practising artists across India, the studios at Garhi were established in 1976 on
the archaeological ruins of village Garhi by the Delhi Development Authority. The Lalit Kala Akademi took over
these studios and equipped them with proper technical infrastructure to be used as community workshops. It
was aimed at addressing a pressing need for equipment and facilities often beyond the means of an individual
artist. Regional Centre Delhi caters to young and senior artists from different sections of society. In the year
1982, four community studios were built to facilitate artists engaging in Graphic, Sculpture, Ceramic and
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Painting. The Garhi studios currently have facilities for painting, printmaking, metal casting, stone & wood
carving, pottery etc. A rolling stock of supplies required by artists from any of these disciplines is provided
to them at a no-loss, no-profit basis. The Garhi studio was given a Regional Centre status in the year 2000.
Presently, more than two hundred artists are working in these studios.

RANGASHALA |, an art expression workshop for children of the Srinivaspuri slums was organised at the
regional centre, Garhi from 13 to 15 September 2013. The general premise for this initiative came through from
an acute understanding of the erosion of emotion, integrity, culture and visual traditions in the modern world.
Visual literacy in India is poor, and there is an imminent need to enhance the abilities of the younger folk to
be able to imagine, create and communicate creatively. The vast freedom to explore their young conscious,
unconscious and subconscious minds led to an intense expression of suppressed ideas and creativity.

The workshop also provided an excellent opportunity for children to initiate open communication amidst natural
surroundings, appreciating and imbibing natural values and a ‘back to the roots’ way of thinking.

FILM FESTIVAL

17 — 24 SEPTEMBER 2013 AT GARHI

An eight day film festival was organised at the Regional Centre Garhi from 17 to 24 September 2013. Titled
‘Art and Artists’, the festival was an attempt to strengthen visual culture among viewers with regard to cinematic
communication and rendition of artists in films.

Virasat Festival: In an attempt to investigate the present state of indigenous art in India and to observe the
dynamics of placing it on the same plane as contemporary art, the Virasat Festival, a national painters' camp
was organised by the Lalit Kala Akademi, New Delhi in Dehradun from 22 to 29 October 2013. It brought
together 16 tribal artisans and contemporary artists under one roof. The result was a fascinating product of
diverse symbolism, characteristic narratives, bold use of colours, lines and vivid mythmaking. It evolved out
of the limiting shell of modern art criticism, which tends to observe tribal art through the fractured lens of the
prevailing set of pre-suppositions and prejudices and assigns a reductive aspect to the art that has fathered
and inspired a sizeable chunk of modern Indian art.

The traditional artists who participated were: Tijubhen Jogi, Govind Jogi, Hiramani Urweti, Nangushiya Shyam
and Mohan Singh Shyam, Jagdish Chitara, Subhash Bhil, Monimala Chitrakar.

An eight day film festival was organised at the Regional Centre Garhi from 25 to 2 December 2013.

KALAMEZHUTHU FESTIVAL

RITUAL ART PRACTICE OF KERALA (8 — 14 DECEMBER 2013)

Kalamezhuthu, a ritualistic, traditional art practice from Kerala which traces its roots back to antiquity, is a
complex network of Kalam (painting), thottam (music), thalam (rhythm) and koothu (performance), reaching
an epiphanic crescendo in its final phase.The Garhi studios organised a Kalamezhuthu workshop from 8 to
14 December 2013.

On 8 Decemeber, 20183, the first chapter of the series was inaugurated with the Bhadra Kali Kalam workshops

which saw the participation of eight artists Kallattu Manikandan, Jyayashankar, Hari Krishnan, Sajeev K.,
Mohanan, Muralidharan, Krishna Das and Sandeep.
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Following this was the Aswarooda Ayyapan Kalam on 9 December, 2013, Anushtana Kalarathnam,
Mulagunnathukavu, Thiyyadi Raman Nambiar, Narayanan Kutti Nambiar, Neelakandan Nambiar, Varavur
Narayanan Nambiar, K. M. Krishna Kumar were the seven particpating artists for this segment of the
Kalamezhuthu series.

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Separate Audit Report on the accounts of Lalit Kala Akademi, New Delhi
for the year ended 31 March 2014.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Lalit Kala Akademi (Akademi), New Delhi as at 31 March
2014, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended on that date under
Section 20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The
audit has been entrusted for the period up to 2018-19. These financial statements are the responsibility of the
Akademi’s management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on
our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report (SAR) contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India
(C&AG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting
practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with
regard to compliance with the Laws, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-
performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the
financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis,
evidences supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes
assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable
basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and
belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

(ii) The Balance Sheet Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with
by this report have been drawn up in the Uniform Format of Accounts as prescribed by the Ministry
of Finance.

(iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by the

Akademi in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.
(iv) We further report that:
A. Balance Sheet
A1 Assets
A.1.1 Current Assets, Loans and Advances (Schedule 11) — Rs. 36.11 crore

A.1.1.1 Closing stock of stationery amounting to Rs.3.96 lakh was not depicted in Inventories under
current assets in schedule 11 of balance-sheet. This has resulted in understatement of current
assets and over statement of expenditure by the like amount.

A.1.1.2 Advance of Rs. 43.00 lakh disbursed by Akademi from Grant in aid received under “Tribal Area
Sub Plan” was depicted under Current Assets, Loans and Advances in schedule-11 instead
of depicting the same under Earmarked Funds. This has resulted in over statement of Current
assets and understatement of Earmarked Fund by the same amount.

B. Income and Expenditure Account
B.1 Income
B.1.1 Grants/Subsidies (Schedule 13) Rs.1953.95 lakh

B.1.1.1 An amount of Rs.65 lakh under was received under Tribal Area Sub Plan but taken as income
of the Akademi for the year 2013-14. It should have been reflected under the Earmarked
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Funds. The Expenditure of Rs. 22.18 Lakh incurred under this plan fund was also booked in
the Income & Expenditure account for the year 2013-14.

This has resulted in overstatement of Income by Rs. 65.00 lakh. On the other hand, the
expenditure was also overstated by Rs.22.18 lakh and Liabilities (Earmarked Funds) were
understated by Rs.42.82 lakh.

C. General

CA1 Investment of General Provident Funds was not made as per the pattern prescribed by the
Ministry of Finance.

C.2 The Akademi had Rs.22.07 lakh as contribution towards new pension scheme which was kept
in bank account maintained for GPF transactions. The Akademi was not able to operate the
New Pension Scheme due to non-receipt of approval from the Ministry of Culture.

D. Approval of Accounts
The Annual Accounts for the year 2013-14 of the Lalit Kala Akademi has only been approved
by the Chairman of the Akademi, not by the General Council/Executive Board as the matter
regarding constitution of General Council/Executive Board has been stayed by the Hon’ble
Delhi High Court.

E. Grants-in-aid

The Akademi received grants of Rs.1988.15 lakh (Rs.980.37 lakh under Plan and Rs.1007.78
lakh under Non-Plan). It had unspent balance of Rs.175.85 lakh (RS.173.63 lakh under Plan
and Rs.2.22 lakh under Non-Plan). It also had unspent balance of Rs.213.10 lakh under Other
Receipts (Rs. 71.51 lakh under Plan and Rs.141.59 lakh under Non-Plan). It had also received
Rs.172.29 lakh as Other Receipts during the year. Out of the total amount of Rs. 2549.39 lakh,
it utilized Rs.2228.91 lakh (Rs.1114.32 lakh under Plan and Rs.1114.59 lakh under Non-Plan).
It had unspent balance of Rs.320.48 lakh (Rs.39.68 lakh under Plan, Rs.53.93 lakh under Non-
Plan and Rs.226.87 lakh under Other Receipts).

F. Management letter: Deficiencies which have not been included in the audit report have been
brought to the notice of the Authority through a management letter issued separately for
remedial/corrective action.

(v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet, Income
& Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this report are in agreement
with the books of accounts.

(vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the
said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts and
subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in Annexure to this
Separate Audit Report, give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in India.
